Land Conservation- In partnership with
SELT, since 2019 we have conserved 3,549
acres of land around the lake. With the
addition of Mount Jesse (600+ acres) this
year, we will have protected five mountains
and increased the percentage of conserved
land in the watershed from 4% to an
incredible 49%. Our goal is to protect 60%
by 2027!
